Absence from tests/exams shall be entirely the responsibility of the parents. No re-tests/exams will be taken.

Students should be regular and punctualin attending the classes.

Students will not be sent home before time, except on a written request from the Parents/Guardians. The request
may be granted by the principal for valid reasons only.

Every child should bring healthy food such as chapatti, puri, idli or any other home-made item.Bringing chips, biscuits
orany fast food itemsis not encouraged.

The use of plasticsin the school premises is prohibited as plastics are not eco-friendly.

Allstudents are expected to keep up the good name of the school by their good performance and behaviour.

Any damage to the school propertyis to be made good by the student concerned or by the classresponsible forit.
When students leave the classroom the lights and fans must be switched off.Students are expected to maintain
silence on the corridors. Running, shouting or talking loudly inside the school building during class hours is not allowed.
Politeness and courtesy of speech are to be maintained. Spilling ink, littering papers, scribbling on school desks or
walls, stealing or damaging other students' belongings or school property will be liable to punishment to the extent of
aheavy fine to coverthe damage, a suspension or even a dismissal.

No leave of absence is granted except on prior written application from parents or guardians and only for valid
reasons.




PARENTS' RESPONSIBILITY

Parents are requested toread the Student's Diary and the fime fable regularly and send the books accordingly.

They need to ensure that their child attends school neatly, both in person and uniform.

They arerequested toregularly check the child’s performance in academic and curriculum activities.

Children are not supposed to bring valuables to the School. The school accepts no responsibility whatsoever for loss

of valuables brought to school.

> Parents are discouraged to give electronic items (Mobile, MP3 player, etc) to their ward. If found with children, these
willbe confiscated and willnot be returned.

> Parents are not allowed to go to the class rooms for any reasons. They shall contact the Principal in case of any
urgency.

> Parentsarerequested to ensure that theirward utilizes vacation period for studies and completingthe home work.

> Parents are requested to send their wards back to school on due date after each vacation/break failing which the
pupil willhave to face serious consequences.

> A student suffering from contagious disease should not be sent to the school till the student is completely free from
infection. A fitness certificate from the doctor should be submitted to the Principal when the student is sent fo the
school afterrecovery from such diseases.

> RegularParent-Teacher meetingis organized during which parents are adviced to interact with the teachers.

> The schoolshould be nofifiedin case of change in the address or contact number of the parents/guardians

> Student’s performance, activities, home- work, absence will be infimated to the parents through Know your Child

program (KYC).
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> The aim of St. Arnold's Convent School is to
produce disciplined pupils. The school
reserves the right to expel any student on
grounds of lack of progress in studies, immoral
activity orcontempt of authority.

> The school will inform the parents regarding
inappropriate behaviour of the ward with
suggestion for parental action and support.
Parents are requested to co-operate with
school in maintaining discipline and following
the norms of the school.

Mode of payment:

The school fees for the academic year are payable in fourinstalmentsin the following months:

1st Installment 1st-20th April or 16th -20th June (4 working days)

2nd Installment 1st - 20th July

3rd Installment 1st- 20th October

4th Installment 3rd- 20th January

Mode of payment throughOnline, Credit card, Debit card can be done in Axis bank.

A fine of Rs.80/- will be charged from the defaulters perinstallment.

The fee paidis notrefundable after the completion of admission formalities.

You are free to make yearly or half yearly advance payment.

Allfees must be cleared before the main examinations.

The school fees cover twelve calendar months. No reductionis made for holidays and broken periods.
Students are liable to pay full fees aslong as theirnames are officially on the rolls.
